Due to changes made by AQHA in the 

increase in the number of state 

qualifying positions, the following are 

possible changes and additions to the 

Kansas Qualifying System for 2012. 
 

0 All Novice shows, youth-only and 

amateur only shows will be excluded 

from the qualifying process. There will 

be 18 qualifying shows on the weekends 

and the best 6 of 18 will be counted. A 

youth must show in at least 6 qualifying 

shows as well as meet world show team 

requirements. Exceptions to the required 

participation in 6 shows will only be 

considered if team spots are unfilled.  

 

aA letter of intent must be on file with 

the youth advisor and point tabulator 

before points for the Kansas world show 

team will accumulate. A letter of intent 

must be on file before February 1, 2012 

for the Hope In The Heartland 2011 

points to count for 2012 qualifying. 

Letter of intent for speed and cattle 

events will not change.  

 

2Hardship applications will be 

reviewed on a case by case basis. Kansas 

residents will be given priority for 

Kansas world show team. Hardship 

youth will be required to meet world 

show team requirements.  
 

yA buyout for world show 

requirements will only be allowed if 

there are team spots available in the 

particular event. 
  

NOTE:  The number of qualifying 

shows may change depending upon what 

shows are approved and number of 

judges on weekend circuits. There were 

18 in 2011.
